Population Health and Well-being - Length of Life

The overall Length of Life score is based on a single measure of premature death, measured using Years of Potential Life Lost
(YPLL). This statistic calculates premature mortality by counting the number of years lost before age 75 rather than total
deaths across all ages. YPLL emphasizes deaths at younger ages.

Physical Environment Measures- National Z-Scores
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Community Conditions - Social and Economic Factors

The Social and Economic Factors area of the County Health Rankings includes measures of Education, Income, Employment
and Wealth, and Safety and Social Support. Education measures show who in a community has graduated high school or
attended some college; Income, Employment and Wealth measures detail unemployment statistics and looks at children in
poverty and income inequality; Safety and Social Support measures injury deaths, access to social opportunities, and child
care cost burden. The Social and Economic Factors are significant to community health because they affect people's ability to
make healthy choices, afford medical care and housing, and manage stress. Strategies to improve these factors can have a
greater impact on health over time than those traditionally associated with health improvement, such as strategies to
improve health behaviors.

Life Span - Premature Death

This indicator reports the Years of Potential Life Lost (YPLL) before age 75 per 100,000 population for all causes of death.
Figures are reported as rates age-adjusted to year 2000 standard. YPLL measures premature death and is calculated by
subtracting the age of death from the 75 year benchmark. Data were from the National Center for Health Statistics - Mortality
Files (2020-2022) and are used for the 2025 County Health Rankings. This indicator is relevant because a measure of
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premature death can provide a unique and comprehensive look at overall health status.
Within the report area, there are a total of 85 premature deaths from 2020 to 2022. This represents an age-adjusted rate of

5,812 years of potential life lost before age 75 per every 100,000 total population.
